b. Sleeves rolled down and fastened
C. Nomex shirt worn outside pants

e. Work uniform (excluding work shirt)
under Nomex
f. Cleanliness and repair
2. Inspect nomex shroud 2a. Secured to helmet
b. Down and fastened for fires
C. Arab style on back or on outside of
hard-hat in ready position
d. Not rolled up inside between
suspension system and helmet
3. Inspect boots 3a. For fit
b. Condition of tops and lugs
C. Correct lacing

8. Inspect fire gloves 8a. CDF approved
