TOPIC: How To Siamese Two Lines Into One Line
TIME FRAME: :30
LEVEL orF INSTRUCTION: Level Il
BEHAVIORAL OBJECTIVE:
Condition: Three (3) lengths of hose and a siamese appliance

Behavior: The student will connect two (2) parallel hose lines into a
single hose line using a siamese appliance under simulated
fireground conditions.

Standard: With a minimum of 80% accuracy, within 60 seconds

MATERIALS NEEDED:

Three (3) lengths of hose
A siamese appliance

PREPARATION: In a major fire situation a single 2 1/2" hose line may not
provide sufficient water to meet fire flow requirements. The
addition of a second line used in conjunction with a siamese
appliance, can increase the volume of water and significantly
reduce the friction loss. Knowing how to use the siamese
appliance can mean the difference between successfully
augmenting the fire flow and a disaster.
