STEPS AND PROCEDURES

TIME STARTS POINTS
1. All three firefighters take position on same side of hose and at least an 5
arms length apart.

2. Nozzle person picks up nozzle and hose with hand on nozzle controlling 15
the bale and other hand on hose with the palm up.

3. Nozzle person keeps hose close to the body at waist height using a hose 15
tool, strap or rope if available.

4, First assistant picks up hose simultaneously with nozzle person using the 15
legs not the back.

5. First assistant supports the hose weight with forward palm positioned 15
palm down on top of the hose and the rearward palm positioned palm up.

6. First assistant is to adjust hose elevation and alignment to take pressure 15
off nozzle person. Hose should be as straight as possible behind the
nozzle.

7. The second assistant should kneel on the hose and hold it down with 10

both hands far enough from the first assistant so as not to interfere.

8. Nozzle person opens nozzle slowly and directs fire stream at a simulated 10
fire.
