TOPIC: How to Make a Catchall
TIME FRAME: 45 Minutes

LEVEL oF INSTRUCTION:

BEHAVIORAL OBJECTIVE:

Condition: A level area, two or more students, and a salvage cover
spread flat on the ground, finished side up

Behavior: The students will construct a catchall with a salvage cover
under simulated fire conditions.

Standard: With a minimum of 70% accuracy
MATERIALS NEEDED: = One salvage cover
= Two or more students
= Alevel area and

PREPARATION: Salvage operations should reflect a concern for the effects of
water accumulations on floors and floor coverings. Although
damage to the finish is always a concern, a greater concern is
the way wood floors react to severe or prolonged dampness.
A catchall can prevent floors from being damaged.

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HOW TO MAKE A CATCHALL

POINTS
1. Roll one side of salvage cover 3 feet toward the center. 10
2. Roll opposite side of salvage cover 3 feet toward the center. 10
3. Bend a 3 foot section at each end of the side rolls inward at a 90° 20
angle.
4, Roll one end of the salvage cover up astride the corner previously 10
constructed.
5. Interlock both corners by lifting the side rolls and tucking the end 20
roll under.
6. Roll the remaining unrolled end of the salvage cover up astride the 10
remaining corners.
7. Interlock both corners by lifting the side rolls and tucking the end 20
roll under the side roll.
