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Periodically, CDF may survey Christmas tree outlets to determine utilization of the trees. 
This information may be needed at times to satisfy public concern over Christmas tree
waste.  The Timber Tax Division of the State Board of Equalization, through timber yield tax
reporting on Christmas tree harvesting, will have some information available on value and
linear feet harvested.  It may be desirable or necessary to augment this information with
other data from spot checks of Christmas tree lots in urban areas in years when requests
for more detailed data that warrant such effort.  At one time, the University of California
extension forester compiled and distributed Christmas tree utilization data, but this is no
longer done.

Region chiefs may be called upon to conduct such surveys during certain years, and
specific instructions will be issued from CDF headquarters offices.  Results of any
Christmas tree utilization surveys made will be published by the department and supplied
by the Sacramento office to the CDF field offices.
