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A standard reference for first-aid shall be kept in both CYA
and CDF offices. All camp staff shall complete, at a
minimum, a basic course in first-aid and cardiopulmonary
resuscitation (CPR).

Emergency first-aid shall be rendered immediately as
circumstances require. Wards needing emergency medical
care not available at the scene, shall be transported to the
nearest appropriate medical facility in either camp vehicles
or emergency response vehicles including ambulances,
helicopters, etc. (see Exhibit 6253, Emergency Treatment
of lll or Injured Wards on Work Project or Fire).
